The US Congress has mandated all
federally insured lenders to require
flood insurance on properties that
are located in “Special Flood Hazard
Areas” which are those areas
determined to have a 1% or greater
chance of flooding in any given year.
The Federal Emergency Management
Agency (FEMA) issues
maps known as Flood '
Insurance Rate Maps °
(FIRM), to help N~
determine the flood NN
risks for real property.
